Please be aware of the following sequence of your child’s first visit so that we can make this appointment as comfortable as possible for them:

1.  We will begin by going over any concerns you may have

2. Review of child’s medical history

3. Review of child’s diet

4. Fluoride review

5. Oral hygiene review and instruction

6. Cleaning of child’s teeth if possible

7. Oral examination by doctor

8. Fluoride application

9. Discussion of future dental issues

10. Decay prevention strategies

Finally, when scheduling your child’s first dental visit, please remember the following:
· Schedule his or her visit early in the morning or just after their afternoon nap so we have a fresh, cooperative little patient.

· Please make sure you have already added them to your insurance if you have it.  They will not reimburse you if you place them on your insurance afterward.  Our first visit fee is $162
· Please have medical history form completed prior to arrival.

· Call ahead with any concerns or special requests!
